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Remember:

Step 1 : Score the glass on one side, by first marking the glass from where it has to be cut and
then, applying kerosene along the scale.
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Step 2 : Press your thumbs firmly on the scored side till
you hear the etched line snap.
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Step 3: Turn the sheet over.
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Step 4 : Make an identical cut along the same line scored earlier
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Step 5 : Press along the cut line and break to the other side.
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Step 6 : After both sides have been cut, run a blade along the PVB layer.
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* You must never go over a cut to make the score line deeper. Glass cut deeper is not better. * Keep the same pressure on the cutter throughout. « Make sure your glasscutter
firmly drops off the edge of the glass at the end of the cut. ¢ Grind the edges using a wet belt grinder for even edges.
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
